Along with the increase in internationalization, many foreign students are
attending school in Yamato city. In 1993, our city published the first
edition of the guide books entitled “ Tanoshii Gakko, Enjoy Your School
Life” to help and guide foreign students who were unfamiliar with the
Japanese language. At that time there were 215 foreign students. However,
as of January 2007, Heisei 19, there were 257 elementary students and 92
junior high students from 18 different countries.

Until you learned the Japanese language, you might have been frustrated
when you were unable to understand what your teachers and friends were
saying, or to make yourself understood. Yet you persevered and succeeded
by improving your Japanese language skills. Now that you are familiar
with the school system and the language, it is important to learn
vocabulary and phrases that are found in textbooks.
